1.3 Approval of Minutes – July 27, 2007

1.4 Treasurer’s Report
      Kastl stated that she had Tung complete the Treasurer’s Audit and the books were all in order. She has completed the necessary work to make IAHE tax exempt but there is a one time $750 fee and H&R Block fees were $100. She stated that all the Chapters now have a tax ID number as well and she has a list of them as well. Motion by Boyce, second by LaSalle to pay the required fees. Motion passed. II. Committee Reports
2.1 Executive – Mueller, Board Officers

Mueller stated that Member of the Year was chosen by the committee and it will be Terri Petersen of the Effingham Chapter.
2.2 Citations –Ditzler, Kastl, Tung
Kastl stated that there are only 2 of the total 7 retirees attending the conference and their biographies are in the Annual Report
2.3 Programs/Bylaws – LaSalle, Mumford
LaSalle reported that each Director was to take the proposed changes back to their respective chapters and have each Chapter vote on whether to accept the proposed revisions. Several of the Chapters had not voted on it yet, but a majority of the Chapters (6 of the 9) had voted “yes” and that was enough to pass the proposed revisions. 2.6 Legislative –Shanahan,  Mumford
Mumford reported that there are no official bills in discussion or in committee at this time.
2.7 Newsletter/Website – Dagley, Alharithi
Dagley reported that Jeff Allen is still looking into the cost options of adding a “logo” on the website as an option for corporate membership. He also reported that several Directors do not have their biographies and/or photos sent to Allen for inclusion on the IAHE website.
2.8 Scholarship – Norris, Alharithi, Tung
Norris reported that the 2 recipients are attending the conference on Saturday and will be honored at the Saturday breakfast. Their information is included in the Annual Report.
2.9 Technical Conferences – Dagley, Ditzler, Burdine, McCleary, Tung
Dagley reported the Traffic Engineer Safety Conference is October 18-19, 2007 in Urbana, the Bituminous Paving Conference is scheduled for January 8-10, 2008 in conjunction with the SuperPave Conference. The THE conference is sometime in late February, 2008. It was discussed that IAHE providing the shuttle and splitting costs with the County Engineers is an excellent idea. It was also discussed that the booth was very successful. Motion by Kibble, second by Mumford to allow Dagley and others to arrange for the shuttle and the booth. Motion passed.
2.10 Membership – Burdine/LaSalle/Stevens/McCleary
Burdine and LaSalle reported that we did very well on corporate membership campaign and Scot LaSalle was praised for his excellent work and organization. LaSalle passed out the draft letters for the 2008 campaign. He stated that he has put the costs of logos on the IAHE website at an additional $50. Allen will work with LaSalle on the sizes of the logos. LaSalle asked every Chapter to submit names/contact of potential corporate members to him ASAP.
2.11 Nomination – Boyce, LaSalle
